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HIGHLIGHTS FROM THE JANUARY 22, 2007 BOARD OF TRUSTEES MEETING 
(Complete detailed minutes will be available on our website, at the Village Hall or by mail upon request) 

Public Hearing on First Unitarian Society Expansion / Remodeling – The Plan Commission recommended 
to the Board approval of the conditional use permit to allow for new construction and remodeling of the 
property at 900 University Bay Drive with a few conditions mostly related to parking but the architects for 
the project were not in attendance to present their plan to the Board.  The public hearing was postponed 
until the February Board meeting. 

Consent Agenda – In an effort to expedite meetings, items on the consent agenda are considered as a group 
and are adopted with one motion. Any Board member may unilaterally remove an item from the consent 
agenda if he / she believes the item needs discussion.  Approved as part of this consent agenda were:  Min-
utes from the December 18, 2006 meeting and a street use permit for a UW Running Club event on Febru-
ary 10, 2007.  The hiring of a Deputy Clerk and Payment of Bills were removed from the consent agenda. 

Other Business done by the Board: 
• Authorize hire of a Deputy Clerk – Village Administrator Frantz and Village Clerk Albrecht interviewed 

several candidates for the Deputy Clerk position.  Extensive reference and background checks were per-
formed and an offer was made to their final candidate last Friday.  The Board unanimously approved the 
hiring and authorized Mr. Frantz to negotiate an acceptable start date. 

• Payment of Bills – Trustee Benforado asked that the payment of monthly bills not be included in future 
consent agendas.  He finds it valuable, as a trustee, to have the payment amount stated clearly at an open 
meeting and have any out of the ordinary payments highlighted and explained by staff or the Village Treas-
urer.  The other trustees agreed to this procedural change.  Mr. Frantz discussed some of the items in this 
month’s bills including large payments to the other taxing entities as is typical this time of year. 

• Ordinance L-2006-14 – The Board unanimously approved the second reading of the revised ordinance L-
2006-14 that will serve to form a Stormwater Utility.  Further revisions may be necessary to account for 
land owned by the University near the VA Hospital. 

• Ordinance L-2006-15 – The Board unanimously approved the second reading of ordinance L-2006-15 
amending the Village municipal code to require the Municipal Judge to be an attorney licensed to practice 
law in the State of Wisconsin.  This change to the code reflects the history of the position in the Village 
and is similar to many other communities in the State. 

• Ordinance L-2007-1 – The Board unanimously approved the first reading of ordinance L-2007-1 authoriz-
ing the appointment of alternate members to the Board of Review with a change in the number of alter-
nates from five as written in the proposed ordinance to two alternates. 

• Resolution R-2007-1 – The Board unanimously approved resolution R-2007-1 thanking Rocky Van Asten 
for his dedicated service to the  Village. 

• Purchase of a Fire Department Command Vehicle – The Board unanimously approved the purchase of 
a used command vehicle from the DeForest Fire Department.  The aging command car currently in use is a 
handed-me-down squad car from the Police Department.  The 1999 Chevy Suburban is in excellent condi-
tion. The estimated value of the vehicle and accessories that are being included will far exceed their $8,700 
asking price.  The undesignated fund balance has received some unbudgeted proceeds recently which will 
be used to purchase the vehicle rather than taking money from the 2002 Capital Bond. 

• Blackhawk Country Club Annual Audits – The Board unanimously authorized Virchow Krause to per-
form annual audits of the Blackhawk Country Club revenues. The Village and the Blackhawk Country 
Club have reached a settlement on past property insurance premiums for the Club paid for by the Village.  
In addition to the property insurance settlement, the Village and Club have reached a settlement in the 
amount of $66,779 for service charge revenues that were not included in the rent calculation.  In the future, 
the Village will be performing an independent audit to ensure that financial matters involving the Club and 
Village are in good order. 
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• Appointments – The Board unanimously approved the appointment of Greg Plummer as Pool Committee 
chairperson to replace Greg Lampe who was stepping down and Bob Hurley to the Public Works Commit-
tee to replace Franz Backus who will be moving out of the Village. 

• Ad Hoc Ethics Committee – A draft ordinance has been completed by the Ethics Committee and will be 
in a format to be considered by the Board at its February 19, 2007 meeting. 

• Board Meeting Schedule Revised – (see article below). 
• Cul de Sac on Wood Lane – The Traffic Committee received a letter from residents on Wood Lane re-

questing that the a cul de sac be constructed at the north end of the road near Lake Mendota Drive (see ar-
ticle on page 8). 

• Safer Routes to School Grant – Trustee Benforado discussed safety of children walking to school and 
aforementioned grant program.  The Board had previously adopted recommendations from the Columbia 
Road Pedestrian Safety task force for improvements in this area.  The Board unanimously authorized staff 
to investigate the grant program in time for the February 14, 2007 Finance Committee Meeting. 

• 2007 Capital Plan – In lieu of changes to the comprehensive road program, Trustee Benforado proposed 
the Board spend some time reevaluating the list of capital projects and their costs.  The Board agreed to 
eliminate some of the projects from the list and Mr. Frantz explained some new ideas that had been dis-
cussed by the Village Engineer and Architects.  After a period of discussion and prioritization the Board 
unanimously approved the “2007 Capital Plan”.

STORMWATER TASK FORCE FORMED 
Over fifteen residents have signed up for the Stormwater Management Plan Task Force. A series of four in-
tense facilitated meetings to develop the Village’s Stormwater Management Program will be occurring over 
the course of the next two months. This project is funded through a Department of Natural Resources grant 
that the Village applied for and received. 
 
HIRING NEWS 
After what seems like an eternity of staffing shortages in the Village we are finally going to be at full strength. 
Over the course of the last three years the Village has hired a new administrator, police chief, fire chief, clerk, 
two new police officers, and last but not least a deputy clerk.  That is a lot of change to go through for an or-
ganization with about twenty regular employees. 
 
START DATE APPROACHING 
New Fire Chief / EMS Director Keith Anderson will start his employment on Monday, February 26. The Vil-
lage would like to thank Interim Chief Jerry Stein, Asst. Chief Charlie Field, Captains Gary Johnson, Bill 
Muehl and Joel Fait, Lieutenants Dan Williams and Andy Stoltman, Duty Officers Bob Wolfe and Steve Ber-
gen for their efforts over the last five months.  Also thanks to Emergency Services Coordinator David Sykes, 
Fire Inspector Jessica Stamm, EMS Training Officer Sue Heller and our Interns for pulling extra weight during 
this period of transition.  Everyone looks forward to working with Chief Anderson. 
 
NEW DEPUTY CLERK 
The Village has hired a new Deputy Clerk to fill the position Cokie Albrecht vacated when she was promoted 
to Clerk.  Karla Endres will begin her employment with the Village on Monday, February 12.  Ms. Endres 
comes to us with experience in various professional office settings including the State of Wisconsin and has a 
B.A. in Business Management from Edgewood College.  Please welcome her to the community when you stop 
by the Village Hall.

VILLAGE BOARD TO HAVE RETREAT 
The Village Board will engage in a strategic planning retreat on Saturday, February 17 from 8:00 am to 12:00 
noon.  This retreat is an open meeting and the public is welcome to attend. 
 
ENTRANCEWAY PROJECT 
The Shorewood Boulevard entranceway project will be completed this spring including finish grading that will 
bring the appearance height of the wall down and extensive plantings of perennials and trees.  The total cost of 
the project will be in the range of $225,000 and is being paid out of funds from Tax Increment District #2 as 
opposed the general tax levy.  The project was included in the original tax increment district plan.  This tax 
increment district has been highly successful, generating almost $1M in revenue per year.  This will be the last 
project taking place in the district and the Village will be closing it in 2007 returning it to the general tax roll. 
If you would like to know the ins and outs of tax increment districts please contact the Village Administrator. 
 
FIRST UNITARIAN BUILDING ADDITION 
The Board of Trustees will hold a public hearing on Monday, February 19, 2007 at 7:00 pm to consider a con-
ditional use permit application submitted by the First Unitarian Society for an addition and remodeling of the 
First Unitarian Meeting House.  Plans include construction of a 500 seat auditorium.  The Plan Commission 
has reviewed the project and is recommending approval with conditions including provision of additional 
parking spaces within one half mile of the property.  The project incorporates green building practices and in-
novative stormwater features that will be presented at the Board meeting on February 19.

IDENTITY THEFT 
 
What is Identity Theft?  Identity theft is when someone uses a person’s name, address, date of birth, or social 
security number to commit fraud.  On January 17, 2007 Police Chief Dennis Pine attended the 4th Class Cit-
ies, Villages and Towns Conference.  One of the topics discussed at the conference was the increase of iden-
tity theft and what you should know to protect yourself.  Identity theft can happen to anyone. 
 
A person who obtains your information can open credit card accounts, drain your bank accounts, purchase ve-
hicles and even apply for loans.  Below are a few things you should be aware of. 
 
Warning signs – Credit cards and bank statements suddenly stop arriving; you are denied a credit card for no 
reason; you start getting bills from companies you don’t recognize; collection companies call you about unpaid 
debts or credit card bills that don’t belong to you. 
 
How to protect yourself and personal information – Ask your employer and doctor’s office to protect your 
personal information.  Don’t carry your social security card or number, passport or birth certificate unless it is 
absolutely necessary.  You should avoid putting your social security number or your phone number on your 
checks.  You should not give any personal information over the phone, including cordless phones and cell 
phones, or unsecure sites on the Internet.  Keep all your financial information out of sight and locked up.  Bur-
glars are interested in bankcards, bank statements and credit card numbers as much as they are in jewelry and 
other valuables.  Keep track of your credit card statements and the charges that you have made.  If you make 
purchases on-line, make sure it is done on a secure server.  Shred all your personal documents, financial and 
confidential information.  Don’t throw these documents directly in your trash. 
 
What to do if you are a victim – Keep all records and correspondence that you have with creditors and other 
agencies that you have been in contact with including who you spoke with and date and time you spoke to 
them.  Notify all your creditors in writing that your accounts have been compromised.  Ask for a flag to be put 
on your accounts.  Request new account numbers, credit cards and checks.  Report the identity theft to the po-
lice department with a list of all things that are missing including, credit cards, checks, and account numbers.  
Contact the Federal Trade Commission and report the theft to the three national credit bureaus.

Four Corners is an eight-week outdoor recreation 
program from 9:30 am to 12:30* pm, Monday 
through Friday, for children ages 4 (as of September 
1, 2007) to 6 years old and who will not yet have be-
gun first grade (1st session: June 18 - July 13; 2nd 
session: July 16 - August 10).

If your dog or cat does not need a rabies 
booster, you may bring in a copy of the 2006  license 
or tag number. The necessary information can be ob-
tained from past records. 
 
The deadline for obtaining licenses is April 1, 2007.  
There is a $5.00 penalty after this date.  REMEM-
BER, even if your dog or cat is due for the rabies 
vaccination after the deadline, licenses must be ob-
tained by April 1. 
 
FEE (Dogs): Neutered or spayed - $11.00 
 Not neutered or spayed - $16.00 
 
FEE (Cats): Neutered or spayed - $7.50 
 Not neutered or spayed - $12.50 
 
Do NOT purchase your license from your veterinar-
ian.  This is a City of Madison program and your pet 
will not be licensed in the Village.  If a pet is lost or 
running at large, it is much easier to locate the own-
ers if the records are in the Village.

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SPRING ELECTIONS 
 
The Spring Primary is scheduled for Tuesday, Febru-
ary 20, 2007 and the Spring Election will be held on 
Tuesday, April 3, 2007. 
 
To be eligible to vote in Shorewood Hills you must 
be a U.S. citizen, 18 years old or older, consider 
Shorewood Hills your permanent address and be 
registered to vote in the Village. 
 
You may stop by the Village Hall and register prior 
to the elections or you may register at the polls (plan 
on some extra time as there may be a line of people 
waiting to register on election day).  A valid Wiscon-
sin driver’s license or state-issued ID (if you don’t 
have a driver’s license) will be required to complete 
the registration.  If your driver’s license does not yet 
list your Shorewood Hills’ address, you must bring 
some proof of residence (like a utility bill for your 
Shorewood Hills address).

TAX BILL PAYMENTS 
 
Because of the deductability of property tax on  a 
homeowner's federal income taxes, many property 
owners pay their entire tax bill by December 31st. 
However, all that is required is that the first install-
ment be paid by January 31st. The first installment is 
usually about one-half of the total due. 
 
For those who choose to pay in two installments, the 
second installment is due by July 31st.  Property 
owners pay the first installment to their local munici-
pality (the Village).  The second installment is paid 
directly to the county.  All of this information 
(amount, due dates, who to pay, etc.) can be found on 
the tax bill sent in December. 

TAX ASSISTANCE AVAILABLE 
{paraphrased from a January 5th Dane County press release} 
 
Dane County Supervisor Dave de Felice (District 16) 
and County Treasurer Dave Gawenda have worked 
for more than two years on the HomE Loan Program 
(H.E.L.P.) to assist low- to moderate-income elderly 
homeowners countywide to pay their property taxes.  
The Dane County Board gave its final approval on 
January 4, 2007. 
 
The program allows those 65 and older to borrow 
against the equity of their home provided they meet 
income eligibility requirements and can prove their 
home carries adequate equity.  “This is, in a sense, 
home-made money,” de Felice said. “It’s not a gov-
ernment hand-out. It’s an opportunity to allow finan-
cially strapped elderly homeowners to use the value 
of their homes to maintain what is for many a life-
long residence.” 
 
The HELP program will run as a three-year pilot pro-
gram. It will be administered by county government 
and will accept applications in time to assist those 
whose remaining tax payment is due July 31, 2007. 
Treasurer Gawenda said the HELP program fills a 
gap for those trying to make ends meet.  “Every year 
I encounter senior citizens who have difficulty pay-
ing their property tax. There are very few programs 
that can help,” said Gawenda.  For more information 
contact Treasurer Gawenda’s Office (266-4151 / 
gawenda@co.dane.wi.us). 

WOOD LANE CUL DE SAC CONSIDERED 
 
Eleven residents on Wood Lane have signed a letter 
that was submitted to the Village Traffic Committee 
requesting that the Village consider creating a cul de 
sac at the north end of the street near Lake Mendota 
Drive.  Residents cite safety concerns, after witness-
ing several near misses.  The Traffic Committee, at 
its meeting of January 9, 2007, listened to residents 
advocating this change, and took the matter under 
advisement. 
 
At its Tuesday, March 6, 2007 (5:00 pm) meeting, 
the Traffic Committee will meet on-site to view the 
situation first hand.  Village staff will mark off the 
area of the possible cul de sac with cones and barri-
ers.  The Traffic Committee may make a recommen-
dation to the Board of Trustees at its March 19, 2007 
(7:00 pm) meeting.  Interested parties are encouraged 
to attend the March 6, 2007 (5:00 pm) Traffic Com-
mittee meeting on-site at the intersection of Wood 
Lane and Lake Mendota Drive.

BOARD MEETING SCHEDULE REVISED 
 
At the January Board Meeting, Trustee Bromley proposed that the Board go back to meeting regularly on the 
third Monday of each month as it is stated in the Village ordinances.  Informal feedback she has received from 
residents indicates that they would be more likely to attend a Board meeting if they know it would be held on 
the same day of each month, rather than floating between the third and fourth Monday.  The other trustees 
were agreeable to this change and approved it unanimously. 
 
With the exception of April*, all of the 2007 meetings are now scheduled for the third Monday of each month 
(in actuality this action only changed two previously scheduled dates).  Due to election regulations, new trus-
tees elected on April 3, 2007 do not officially take office until April 17.  If the Board meeting is not moved 
from April 16 to April 23 a “lame duck” Board would be sitting at that meeting.

1. Regal Prince Oak ($128.50 per 1.5” caliper tree):  This is a swamp white oak and bur oak hybrid, 75’ 

tall, and 70’ wide, faster growing, and easier to transplant. 
2. Quaking Aspen ($72.00 per 1.25” caliper tree):  Fast growing native tree, 60-80’ tall, dark green leaves 

turn golden yellow in the fall and tremble in the wind. 
3. American Sentry Linden ($146.50 per 2” caliper tree):  Selected for its pyramidal form, creamy white 

flowers in June, yellow fall color, grows to 55’ tall. 
4. River Birch ($36.75 per 1.25” caliper tree):  Native birch with attractive exfoliating bark, available in 

single or clump form, grows to 40’ tall.
