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STORMWATER UTILITY RATE SET – BILLING TO COMMENCE THIS FALL 
 

At its September meeting, the Village Board approved an annual Stormwater Utility rate of $110.00 per year 
per residential living unit.  Residential property owners can expect to see a new $55.00 charge for stormwa-
ter on their semi-annual utility bill this fall.  Commercial and tax exempt properties including the Village 
properties have been assigned equivalent residential units (ERUs) depending upon the size of their property.  
They will see charges ranging from 1 ERU to as many as 50 ERUs (or a semi annual charge of $2,750.00).

MARSHALL COURT REDEVELOPMENT PLANS 
 

Plans for a redevelopment project on Marshall Court next to University Bay Drive have progressed.  Krupp 
Construction, the proposed owner and developer, along with Inland Development and Potter Lawson Archi-
tects, has now met with the Plan Commission and neighboring property owners regarding their plans for a 
three- to four-story office building on three parcels at the northwest corner of Doctor’s Park.  The building 
would be about 50-66,000 square feet of floor area and include approximately 200 underground parking stalls.  
The developers have indicated they plan to construct what they term will be a “landmark building” that will be 
LEED (Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design) or Green Globe certified.  According to the develop-
ers the three properties involved now have a combined value in the vicinity of $3,000,000.  The value after re-
construction will be in the range of $14,000,000. 
 

The Village may consider establishment of a tax increment financing district to provide a revenue source to 
hire outside expertise to assist in evaluating the appropriateness of the plans and to help ensure the Village’s 
best interests are being protected.  Traffic and parking are important considerations for the Village, as well as 
making sure that new development sets the appropriate tone for future redevelopment on Marshall Court.

TEMPORARY PARKING IN THE VILLAGE 
 
The Traffic Committee will be considering a request 
by the First Unitarian Society for permission to park 
staff vehicles in the Village.  Due to construction at 
the Meeting House they have asked the Village if it 
can provide temporary parking for about fourteen 
nursery school employees until the project is com-
pleted. The Society staff has suggested several poten-
tial sites including University Bay Dr, Cornell Ct or 
the pool parking lot. The Board referred the request 
to the Traffic Committee for a recommendation. 
 
The Traffic Committee will meet on Wednesday, 
October 10, 2007 at 6:00 pm at the Village Hall to 
consider the matter.  Residents are encouraged to at-
tend the meeting and provide input to the Committee 
before it makes a recommendation to the Board. 

PYARE SQUARE PROJECT PROGRESSES 
 
The Village has received a general development plan 
requesting a Planned Unit Development (PUD) zon-
ing designation for the conversion of the Pyare 
Square building to residential condominiums.  The 
PUD request also includes construction of town-
houses on the northerly edge of the property where 
the parking lot abuts the golf course. 
 
Copies of the submittal are available at Village Hall.  
The Plan Commission, at its Tuesday, October 9, 
2007 meeting, will hold a public hearing as part of its 
consideration of the request.  After approval of a 
general development plan, PUD projects must also 
submit and have approved a precise, detailed plan of 
the development.  It is possible a tax increment dis-
trict may also be created for this redevelopment area.

The committee also supports 
the work of activity-specific recreational committees and ad hoc recreational resources, ensuring that Village 
residents will have full access to, and take advantage of our neighborhood treasures.” 
 
At the November meeting, the Committee will also provide a brief explanation of its role in the Village, how 
the Committee operates, and the status of current and future Committee recreation programs. 
 
Village recreation programs are a collaborative effort between Village volunteer directors, employed coaches / 
counselors / instructors paid for by participation fees.  Our Village Hall staff provides administrative sup-
port.  While the Recreation Committee would be happy to entertain many ideas, those with people 
expressing interest and / or offering to help are the most likely to be successfully implemented.

BOATING SEASON COMING TO A CLOSE / 2008 CONTRACTS 
 
The closing date for mooring and lifts is Monday, October 15, 2007.  Mark your lifts clearly and take note of 
any structural problems.  If you are not planning to renew your user contract for 2008 let Terence at the Vil-
lage Hall know as soon as possible.  He can often be helpful in selling your lift to an incoming user. 
 
The Waterfront Committee will be preparing the 2008 Users Contract Agreement in the near future.  The con-
tract deadline is January 31, 2008.  During the period from December 1, 2007 to January 31, 2008 both current 
resident users and current non-residents users can renew their contracts.  Please read the contract carefully and 
include your e-mail address and emergency contact information.  This year’s high water is an example of the 
importance of such information to the Village Crew and Waterfront Committee. 
 
After February 1, 2008 new residents, as well as new non-residents, can apply for marina boat slips and moor-
ings which have been vacated in 2007.  Residents will have priority over non-residents through February 29, 
2008 after which non-residents cannot be bumped for the 2008 boating season.  After February 29, 2008, If 
any moorings and / or slips are still unassigned, residents and non-residents may apply for the spaces.  Assign-
ments during this period will be based on the time and date of the submitted contract and payment of fees.  
This will be recorded at the Village Hall.  Please note that residents will not have priority based on 
residency alone after February 29th.  Historically non-resident fees have been double those of 
resident fees and have been an important revenue source supporting the Waterfront program. 
 
The Waterfront Committee is very receptive to any ideas on how we can more safely and pro-
ductively manage our boating activities.
