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WORD OF THE WOODS

STREET TREE TRIMMING:  Many of you have probably noticed tree trimming crews working along your 
street or in your neighborhood.  In December, the Village contracted out the pruning of Village street trees 
along Edgehill Parkway and Lake Mendota Drive.  These are the last 2 streets in the western half of the Vil-
lage (west of Shorewood Boulevard) to have their trees trimmed in the current pruning rotation.  The Village is 
striving to maintain a 6 year pruning rotation along our streets. 
 
Please be patient and courteous with the crews while they are working in your neighborhood.  Also, remember 
to be alert and cautious while driving or walking around tree work.  The maintenance of Village street 
trees is essential for public safety and the health of our community forest. 
 
In January, February and March of 2008, we plan to prune trees along the following Village streets (depending 
on the weather): 

• Columbia Road (from Purdue to Harvard) 
• Swarthmore Court (form Purdue to Harvard) 
• University Bay Drive 
• Wellesley Road 

 
Other streets to be pruned in 2008:  Cornell Court, Beloit Court and Harvard Drive.  In 2009 the eastern half 
rotation should be completed with pruning of Village street trees on Dartmouth Road, Columbia Road 
(Harvard to University Bay Drive), Colgate Road, Yale Road, Sweetbriar Road and Hunter Hill.  We hope to 
start over on the west side of the Village in 2010 on Maple Terrace, Burbank Place, Tally Ho Lane, Topping 
Road, Highbury Road , Western Road and University Avenue.  

BOY SCOUTS HELP WITH VILLAGE PARK PROJECT:  A group of 
Webelo scouts took part in an effort to remove buckthorn and other invasive 
species at the Village Marina in December.  The wooded area along Lake 
Mendota and adjacent to the marina was the targeted area.  More brush and 
invasive plants will be removed in 2008 in conjunction with the planting of 
native grasses and wildflowers.  Another advantage to removing the brush and 
invasive species is the enhanced view of Lake Mendota.

The winter season is a slow time for the Blackhawk Country Club.  The lease agreement with the Village al-
lows residents certain entitlements with respect to the use of the Blackhawk Country Club Clubhouse and the 
surrounding grounds.
