MUNICIPAL GOVERNMENT 101: CONDITIONAL USES

Because of their unique characteristics, certain uses cannot be properly classified as permitted uses in any par-
ticular zoning district(s) without special consideration. In each case, the impact of those uses upon neighbor-
ing land or public facilities must be considered. Additionally, the public need for the particular use at a par-
ticular location must also be taken into account. Such uses, nevertheless, may be necessary or desirable in a
district provided that due consideration is given to the location, development and operation of such uses.
Such uses are classified as conditional uses.

Each zoning district in the Village has a list of permitted and conditional uses. For instance, in the residential
districts, single family dwellings are permitted uses. Churches, schools, libraries, parks, pools and Village
buildings are conditional uses. In the various commercial districts, depending on the district, certain commer-
cial uses are also conditional. In many instances, things like gas stations, used car lots and mini warehouses
are conditional uses.

The authority and responsibility for granting or denying a conditional use is shared by the Plan Commission
and the Board of Trustees. The role of the Plan Commission is to review each application, obtain whatever
additional facts and opinions it deems necessary, evaluate the application in terms of the many standards listed
in the code of ordinances, hold a public hearing, declare its judgment as to the proper disposition of the appli-
cation, pass its findings on to the Board of Trustees, and recommend to the Board that the application either
be denied, or approved with or without special conditions specified by the Plan Commission.

The Board of Trustees shall review the application as well as the findings and recommendations of the Plan
Commission, obtain whatever additional facts and opinions it deems necessary, hold a public hearing, and,
declare its decision to deny the application, to approve the application subject to conditions specified by the
Plan Commission, approve the application subject to conditions other than those specified by the Plan Com-
mission, or approve it without special conditions. A 2/3 majority vote of the entire Board is required to ap-
prove a conditional use that is not subject to all the conditions recommended by the Plan Commission.

Public hearing notices for both the Plan Commission and Board of Trustees public hearings are published
twice in the legal section of the Wisconsin State Journal, notices are mailed to properties within 1,000 feet of
the project and posted at the three official Village posting locations (display case outside the Village Hall en-
trance and the bus kiosks near 4 Corners Park and the Fire Station).

VILLAGE CAPITAL PLAN AND BUDGET

At its February meeting, the Village Board approved the 2010-2011 capital plan and began mapping out a
capital investment plan stretching over the next seven years. The capital plan includes many long term items
necessary to maintain Village services, including equipment, facilities, street and utility improvements. For
the past several years the Village has addressed some of these infrastructure needs by replacing particularly
deteriorated sections of roads, water, sewer and stormwater lines. The approved budget includes several major
street and utility projects in the next 2 years.

The capital plan approved by the Board does not commit the Village to spending funds on these projects. Each
project requires specific approval to proceed. But, the plan provides a financing framework for the Village to
work within. The capital plan and budget is largely funded through the issuance of long term debt. A major
part of our policymaking includes determining what the Village can afford to pay in terms of annual debt ser-
vice. The adopted Village Financial Polices and Procedures layout parameters the Village is to abide by.
These parameters are much more restrictive than what state statute allows. Costs for items that have a long life
are then spread over 10-15-20 year amortizations.

Planned work for 2010 includes completion of the University Bay Drive project, with street and utility recon-
struction from Colgate Road to Oxford Road. The UW will pay for the work on the east half of the street be-
cause the Village boundary is along the centerline. Work includes complete water main replacement, spot re-
pairs to sanitary and storm sewers. The Village and UW are also working on an agreement to construct storm-
water treatment areas in the existing ditch along the UW playing fields. The total Village cost for this project
is estimated at $585,000.00 ($37,000 grant funded). The Village will also be partnering with the City of Madi-
son and Dane County on a major reconstruction of University Avenue this summer from Shorewood Boule-
vard to Segoe Road. This project is funded predominantly through federal stimulus funds in the amount of
$3.3M. Columbia Road (from Harvard Drive to Dartmouth Road) was also scheduled for 2010 construction,
but will be delayed until 2011. The Columbia Road project is receiving a federal ‘Safe Routes to School’
grant. Because of the federal funding there are several additional approvals and reports required above and
beyond “normal” Village projects. The DOT has been delayed in approving the historical study of the project
area, which resulted in this project being pushed out one more year. The total cost of this project is estimated
at $893,039 ($112,000 is grant funded).

Work planned for 2011 includes more reconstruction of University Avenue from Segoe Road to Allen Boule-
vard. Projects are also currently planned along Colgate Road (University Bay Drive to Yale Road) and Yale
Road (Colgate Road to Columbia Road) at a cost of $518,741. Because the Columbia Road project has been
shifted to 2011, the Colgate and Yale projects may also get pushed back. This is a good example of how flexi-
ble the long-term capital budget can be. As project variables change, different needs emerge. Village priori-
ties are re-examined and the capital plan can react to those changes.

Other items in the approved 2010-2011 capital plan include architectural work to make improvements to the
Community Center ($18,000). There will be extensive citizen involvement in this project and process. Also
included is the potential for final design ($50,000) of the community center building, traffic calming projects
($20,000), pool liner ($83,000), emergency public safety interoperable radios ($200,000) (partial grant funding
anticipated), infiltration areas at Blackhawk Country Club near the marina $75,000 ($27,950 grant funded) and
a pick up truck scheduled for replacement ($21,000). There may also be some projects in our two tax incre-
ment districts.

To pay for these costs the Village issues debt that is replaced through property taxes and where appropriate
payments are made by other Village funds that charge user fees, such as, the pool and sewer, water and storm-
water utility funds. As always, the Village appreciates resident input. If you have comments about the pro-
posed capital plan, please contact a Trustee or the Village Hall.

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INVISIBLE HEALTH THREAT MAY BE PRESENT IN YOUR HOME:

WINTER IS A GOOD TIME TO TEST FOR RADON
Taken from a Public Health Madison & Dane County (PHMDC) News Release

In the winter months most of us spend a lot of time indoors. The severe cold in January and February gave us
plenty of motivation to stay inside. During the winter is a particularly good time to take a good look at a po-
tential problem that could be present in your home — a problem that is completely invisible, colorless and odor-
less and also happens to be cancer-causing. This problem is radon gas, which comes from the natural radioac-
tive breakdown of uranium in soil, rock, and water. It can seep into houses through cracks, sumps and other
openings in basement floors and walls. About two thirds of the radon test results received by the Environ-
mental Health Division of PHMDC in 2007 were above the 4.0 pCi/L. That is the measurement at which the
Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) suggests certain actions be taken. The EPA estimates that radon is
responsible for about 21,000 lung cancer deaths every year in the U.S. About 2,900 of these deaths occur
among people who have never smoked. If you do smoke and your home has elevated radon levels, your risk
of lung cancer greatly increases.

WHAT TO DO? The first step is finding out if you have the problem and testing is the only way to know if
you and your family are being exposed to radon. That is why the EPA and the Surgeon General recommends
testing for radon in the living area of the house where your family spends most of their time. The good news is
that testing is inexpensive and easy. Millions of Americans have already tested their homes for radon. Mail-in
test kits generally cost between $15 and $25 at local hardware stores. Kits are also available through PHMDC
(see below for detailed information).

If testing shows that you do have a radon problem, you will need to have work done by a qualified contractor
to fix the problem. According to Clint Marshall, Radon specialist with PHMDC, “The cost incurred to fix a
radon problem is heavily outweighed by the long term health benefits to you and your family. Clearly, remov-
ing a threat of lung cancer is a wise investment.”

January was National Radon Action Month but it’s not too late to take action against this invisible and pre-
ventable threat to the health of your family.

LARGE TREES

1. Chinkapin Oak ($159.31 per 1.75” caliper tree): “2009 Urban Tree of the Year” WI native oak that
loves our alkaline or high pH soil. 60-80’ tall by 60° wide.

2. Shagbark Hickory ($131.88 per 1.25” caliper tree): WI native tree that produces sweet tasting nuts
and has beautiful “Shaggy” exfoliating bark as the tree ages.

3. Quaking Aspen ($63.30 per 1.5” caliper tree): Fast growing WI native. Leaves tremble in a light
breeze and turn golden-yellow in the fall. 40’ tall x 25° wide.

4. River Birch ($68.58 per 6’ tall tree): WI native birch with attractive exfoliating bark. Tolerates a
wide range of soil moisture conditions. 40’ tall x 30° wide.
5. Katsuratree ($155.86 per 2” caliper tree): A Michael Dirr favorite. Heart shaped leaves emerge pur-

ple-red, turn blue-green in summer, to apricot-orange in the fall. 40-60’ tall x 20-35” wide.

SMALL TREES

6. Redbud ($159.31 per 1.75” caliper tree): “2010 Urban Tree of the Year.” Purple-pink flowers in
early spring. Available as single or multi-stem.

7. Corneliancherry Dogwood ($116.05 per 1.5” caliper tree): Showy yellow flowers to announce
spring. Exfoliating bark on older trees and red fruit can be used for jelly.

8. Musclewood ($132.93 per 1.5” caliper tree): Smooth muscle-like bark. A slow growing WI native
that can tolerate shade. 20’ tall by 15’ wide.

0. Adams Flowering Crab ($75.96 per 1.5” caliper tree): Splendid pink flowers and attractive red ber-
ries. Resistant to pest / diseases. 25’ tall.

10. Thornless Cockspur Hawthorn ($85.00 per 1.5” caliper): Bird friendly tree with dense low branch-
ing, dark red berries and a nice orange fall color.
